T he Department of Otorhino-
laryngology and Head & Neck 
surgery was founded on 26 Sep-
tember 1921 as part of Zagreb 
University Medical School. The 

first Head of the Department was professor 
Dragutin Mašek. The Department was loca-
ted in the building of the elementary school 
in Draškovićeva Street. In 1933, under the le-
adership of professor Šercer, the Department 
was relocated to Šalata. On 15 October 2007, 
the largest part of the Department (inpatient 
clinic, operating rooms, outpatient depar-
tment, emergency room) was relocated once 
more to the newly built building at Kišpati-
ćeva Street (at the location popularly called 

"Rebro"). The Centers for Audiology and Pho-
niatrics remained at Šalata and will be relo-
cated to "Rebro" after the completion of a new 
building for these Centers. 

The Department is a 65-bed facility. The 
rooms are of a high accommodation stan-
dard, most of them single and double bed ro-
oms. The library is located within the seminar 
hall and due to its remarkable book and ma-
gazine collection, it was also classified within 
“The European Book World” organization. 
The Department also has its own museum, 
consisting of exponates collected since the fo-
undation of the Department until today.

The Department disposes with 5 modern 
equipped operating rooms. The type of ane-

sthesia of the patient depends on the type of 
procedure (local intensified, inhalation, in-
travenous, “jet” anesthesia). Postoperatively, 
patients are placed into recovery rooms or in 
the intensive care unit. The patients are cared 
for by anesthesiologists from the Unit for oto-
laryngological anesthesia of the Department 
for anesthesia and intensive care.

The Polyclinical Center consists of six spe-
cialized rooms for outpatients, the anesthesio-
logy outpatient clinic and the one-day surgical 
facility. The premises of the one-day surgery 
and the operating room are also located at the 
Polyclinical Center. 

The facilities for 24-hour emergency exa-
minations and interventions are located wi-
thin the Institute for emergency medicine of 
Zagreb Clinical Hospital Center. 
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Annually, about 40 000 patients are exami-
ned at the Department. Approximately 4 000 
patients are operated. The average time hospi-
talized patients spend in hospital is 5.3 days.

nerve decompression
•	 Endonasal endoscopic closures of the CSF-

The Department uses modern technolo-
gy and equipment in diagnostics and surgery, 
among others laser, harmonic scalpel, intra-
operative neuromonitoring, ENT navigation 
systems, JET anaesthesia, computer-video-
nistagmography and craniocorporography, 
management system for operating rooms 
etc.
